Our response time is one business day.
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This program provides transportation to
medical appointments, the grocery store,
the bank and other personal business for
seniors age 60+ who cannot drive them-
selves. Seniors who need a ride, call our
Ride Coordinator with the details of their
need. The Coordinator schedules the trip.
A driver calls the rider back verifying the
date, time & location of the ride.

Riders may use a cane or folding walker
for stability, but we are not able to accom-
modate wheelchairs. Our drivers use their
personal vehicles and are qualified
through background checks and driver
safety training. MCEF provides liability in-
surance coverage. If you would like more
